Are you planning to celebrate this year’s European Green Belt Days? 
This is a chance for you to apply for a small grant of up to 2,500 EUR to realise your European Green Belt Day!

Each year, the European Green Belt Initiative celebrates biological diversity and cultural heritage of the impressive landscapes along the former Iron Curtain during the European Green Belt Days from 18 to 24 September. There are manifold ways how the European Green Belt Days can be celebrated, from larger awareness raising events to smaller activities like a bird watching tour or an organized hike to or along the European Green Belt. We look forward to receiving your ideas and concepts! 
With the European Green Belt Days we aim to increase public awareness and knowledge about the European Green Belt Initiative and our vision as well as to improve cross-border exchange and cooperation. Especially, the many different celebrations implemented in the same week along the entire European Green Belt gives the celebration a special value and impact. 
We – the European Green Belt Initiative with over 150 partner organisations in 24 countries – bridge ecological, cultural and geographical borders from North to South of Europe. What drives our work and unites us is our vision: 
The European Green Belt, our shared natural heritage along the line of the former Iron Curtain is to be conserved and restored, to function as an ecological network connecting high-value natural and cultural landscapes whilst respecting the economic, social and cultural needs of local communities.







This year, we, the European Green Belt Association (EGBA), provide 2,500 EUR co-funding for each European Green Belt Day celebration in all four regions. All partners within the European Green Initiative are eligible for funding (CSOs as well as GOs) and we invite you to apply. A jury, being part of the EGBA Board, decides which events will receive funding. 

The earliest starting date for the small grant is the 15th July 2024, and the latest end point is 30th October 2024. Please also be prepared to submit a short report about the activities you implemented with the small grant at the end of the funding period.  
Precondition for funding
Your European Green Belt Day celebration is only eligible if it meets the following criteria:
· It must take place in the defined period of the European Green Belt Days between 18-24 September.
· The max. funding amount is 2,500 EUR per European Green Belt Day celebration. You can also apply for a smaller funding amount! Own contributions are welcome. 
· The celebration should be arranged in a cross-border context (exception: events at the Fennoscandian and the Baltic Green Belt) 
· It will be an asset if the celebration is jointly organised and implemented by partners from at least two neighbouring countries.
· Press and media work in order to raise awareness and interest in the European Green Belt Initiative is mandatory. 
· The main applicant must not be a member of the EGBA Board. 
· A member of the EGBA Board can function as a partner to the main applicant, but then must not be part of the jury, who decides on the funding. 
· The application must be written in English.
